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PARENT CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
 
All parents participating with Maunalani Volleyball Club will be required to sign the following code of 
conduct. 
The following guidelines are expected to be followed by all Maunalani Volleyball Club Parents: 
 
Being Supportive 
 

¥ Parents will encourage hard work and honest effort that will lead to improved performance and 
participation.  

¥ Parents will help the athlete understand that winning AND losing are both parts of sports and 
that players learn important lessons from both. 

¥ Parents will place the emotional and physical well being of the athlete ahead of a personal desire 
to win. 

¥ Parents will remember that the game is for the athlete and that she plays for her enjoyment, 
not for the parents. 

¥ Parents will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, 
coaches, and referees at all matches and tournaments. Parents will remember that children 
learn best by example. 

¥ Parents will be completely honest about their child’s athletic ability, attitude, and 
sportsmanship.  Keep in mind that you may not know what happens in practice, so you cannot 
honestly second guess the coaches decisions, because you do not have all the information. 

¥ Parents will never compare the skill, athletic ability, or attitudes of their athlete to other 
members of the team.  A team needs all kinds of different athletes to fulfill essential roles. 
Celebrate your child’s special attributes. 

¥ Parents are expected to make certain that the child arrives on time or early to all practices and 
conditioning.  Conditioning is not optional.  It is a part of our team training.   Parents are 
expected to make certain that the child arrives on time to all tournaments.  Players should 
arrive one hour before the first match and should be warming up 45 minutes before game time 
or at a time that the coaching staff deems appropriate. 

¥ Parents are expected to notify the coach, in a timely manner, when their daughter is going to be 
absent or tardy for any practice, tournament, or team activity.  This is a common courtesy.  
Expecting another player to pass along this information is unacceptable.  If your daughter is 
unavailable to play in a weekend tournament, the coach would like at least two weeks notice. 

¥ Parents will be sensitive to the fact that athletes need to be responsible for fulfilling team 
requirements, officiating duties, attending meetings and other events, keeping facilities clean, 
and accommodating for all equipment before leaving the gym.  When our team has officiating 
duties at a tournament, the entire team should be at the court(s) that we are assigned.    
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Being Respectful 

¥ Parents will conduct themselves responsibly at all tournaments, practices, and events. 

¥ Parents will request their athlete to treat others with respect at all times. 

¥ Parents will never be allowed to ridicule, criticize, or yell at an athlete for making a mistake or 
losing a match.  Volleyball is a team sport; no one person wins or loses a match on her own. 

¥ Parents will control the urge to coach their child, especially during a tournament or team 
practice.  Leave that to the coaches.  Refrain from the inclination to try to make your child just 
a little better by giving them tips on the way home from matches.  Parents can help the 
coaching staff by coaching attitude, not skill. 

¥ Parents will not question a coach or referee’s judgment during a tournament.  Parents are 
asked to acknowledge, through respectful behavior, the commitment that the coaches make.  If 
there is a problem, please talk to the coach.    The coaches are open to respectful discussion of 
your concerns or questions.  Contact the coach and set a time and place to meet.  Under no 
circumstances should a coach or director be approached at an event or practice about a 
grievance or concern. 

¥ Parents will be asked to attend parent meetings.  These meetings will be used to pass along 
important information or to address travel and financial concerns.  These meetings will not be 
used as an opportunity to address the coaching staff in a group setting.  Again, if you have a 
concern, you are encouraged to discuss your individual concerns privately with the coach.   

¥ Parents will understand that complaining to other parents, coaches, or players about coaches, 
players, or other parents is not good sportsmanship.  Situations like these could result in the 
player being removed from the club.   If you hear of complaints, please inform the Club Director 
as soon as possible so that it can get resolved. 

¥ Parents will handle grievances/concerns in the appropriate channels at the appropriate time.  If 
your grievances/concerns are not resolved after meeting with the coaching staff, you should set 
up a time and place to meet with Club Director, Chris Blake.  

 
If I should not abide by this code of conduct, I will respect the consequences of my actions as deemed 

appropriate by the Club Director.  Consequences can include, but are not limited to a verbal warning, 
being asked to leave a practice or tournament, suspension from future practices and/or 
tournaments.
